TESL DIPLOMA PROGRAM

The IHT TESL diploma program offers an intensive teacher training
program for proficient English speakers interested in teaching ESL in
Canada or abroad. The program curriculum follows guidelines of both
TESL Canada and TESL Ontario to create one of the most intensive
teacher training programs available in Canada.
